HOW TO ENROLL* 
 
1. Reserve a spot in the next class by filling out a form on our website at

2. Within 2-3 business days, you will receive an email that will confirm 
your enrollment in the class, give instructions on how to obtain a permit, 
and provide general information about the licensing process for teens 
in Idaho.  

 

(The permit MUST be purchased before the student participates in any 
instruction (ID Code 49-307(3)).  For a list of items required to obtain a DT 
permit, see page 19 of the Idaho Driver’s Manual located online at

3. Information about final payment, scheduled drives, the Supervised In-
struction Period (SIP) and other details will be emailed to enrolled stu-
dents prior to the start of class.   

 
*All students, 14-1/2 – 21 years of age, living in a public school district that 
offers driver education are eligible to enroll (ID Code 33-1703).
